It is when agricultural employers can't find skilled, reliable, seasonal workers.

This statement was an important step in focusing our study given the larger
complex national discussion on immigration.

-The second sheet is a brief chronology of the United States’ migrant/foreign worker
practices and legislation since 1619. Nearly 400 years ago our national labor history began
with kidnapping, buying, or soliciting foreign workers to do our hard labor. Eventually, we
negotiated with other countries for their workers, then legislated to control this ebb and flow.
You'll find in this abbreviated chronology much of the focus has been on Hispanic workers.
Asian, European and Caribbean migrant workers have also had an important impact on the
development and economy of the United States.

-The third sheet, in color, illustrates states’ legislation and will be referenced in Jay's
presentation.

We aren't here to persuade you to view this issue in a particular light. Our intent with this
study is to become better informed on the challenges faced by our local agricultural
employers and to learn the impact Federal and State visa/work permit legislation has on
agricultural business practices.
